Research Training Program (RTP)

Eligible doctoral candidates may be allocated an RTP place by applying https://divinity.edu.au/documents/research-scholarship-application-form/ by 15 November each year. An RTP place will pay all tuition fees. Applicants who are not granted an RTP place are required to pay upfront.
